June 3rd Town Council Meetings

Road Bond Discussion — Phase 2

* The five-year $5M Road Bond
Program is in its final stages
of completion. Town staff
has received many positive
comments from residents
regarding the repaving of their
roads, some of which had not
been done for over thirty years.

e Town staff is recommending
that the Town Council consider
another appropriation of $5M
for Phase Il of the program.
A list of potential local roads
was included in the meeting
information package. Also
included was the Town’s updated
debt service schedule.

*  The debt service schedule will be
declining by almost $1.73M by
FY23 (4 years) from now and the
financing could be accomplished
without increasing the current
line item amount of $4.4M.

e If the Town Council desires to
move forward with Phase I, it
is possible to have it voted upon
on the November 5th ballot. The
deadline date for putting the
question on the November ballot
is September Sth.

4th Quarter  Transfers

Additional Appropriations

e The Finance Department
is preparing the Additional
Appropriations and Transfers
to close out FY19. Additional
Appropriations are expected
to be in the $300K range with
$250K for police overtime and
$40K for pension contribution.
(decided during the FY 20 budget
process). Transfers are expected
to cover most, if not all the line
item overages.

e There is an item under New
Business that would set the
public hearing on the Additional
Appropriations and Transfers
for the June 17th Town Council
meeting.

Revenue Collector’s Suspense

List

e The Revenue Collector has
submitted the Suspense List
for FY19 for Town Council
consideration. The Suspense List
totals $683,282.02 and consists

and

of real estate in the amount of
$584,117.76, motor  vehicles
in the amount of $60,827.52,
personal property in the amount
of $32,505.41 and deceased
motor vehicles in the amount of
$5,831.33.

e Suspending these accounts does
not preclude efforts to collect
these delinquent taxes. The motor
vehicles and personal property
accounts will be sent to a collection
agency for follow-up.

e Two properties make up 95% of
the real estate suspense amounts,
namely White Oak Construction
($426,833.37) and Schultz
Salvage ($126,473.06).

e There is an item under New
Business regarding the Suspense
List.

Summer Meeting Schedule

e The Town Council historically
has held only one regular meeting
during the summer months of July,
August and September. Town
staff is recommending that the first
meetings of those three months be
cancelled (July 1st, August 5th and
September 3rd). Special meetings
could be held if necessary.

e If there are no objections, Town
staff will make the appropriate
notifications regarding the
cancellation of these meetings.

Budget Update

e The legislature 1is currently
debating the proposed State
Budget today with the hopes of
passing it by the end of the session
on Wednesday.

e There are two “good news items”
in the proposed package:

1. No  Teacher’s retirement
contribution from the municipalities
in FY20. (Not sure about FY21)

2. Plainville’s ECS amount is
expected to be $16, 166 higher
than what is in the current FY20
estimate.

e Rob Buden and I met with Dr.
Maureen Brummett and Sam
Adlerstein to discuss some issues
relating to the FY20 Budget as
well.

e The first item we discussed was
the Capital Improvement Budget.
As you may recall, the CIP

a fee for

anticipated grants of $1,786,000
to support the CIP Budget. (Page
J-5) This number included $1.6M
for the Townline Road Project,
$56,000 for the Senior Center
Van (80% grant, 20% local
match) and $130,000 for a school
security grant application that
had previously been submitted.
Unfortunately, the School Security
Grant did not come through for
Plainville. This means that the
current CIP Budget has a projected
revenue deficit for next year.

e To keep the CIP Budget “whole”
I am recommending that the
Town Council consider a transfer
of $107,000 from the Teacher’s
Retirement to the CIP Budget at
some future date to be determined.
Additionally, in order to close
the remaining revenue gap of
$23K, I am recommending that
an Additional Appropriation from
the Unassigned Fund Balance be
considered as well.

e Dr. Brummett also updated us on
the Board of Education special
meeting held last week to finalize
their budget for FY20. The Board
discussed “realized savings” in the
current fiscal year. Dr. Brummett
informed me that the Board
decided to use $65K in “realized
savings” in the current fiscal year
(FY19) to pre-pay for the diesel
fuel contract. This pre-payment
would result in a 1.5% discount
as well according to their existing
diesel contract.

e Dr. Brummett pointed out that
“This savings in 2019-2020
would allow the BOE to put the
Behavior Tech. position at PHS
back in the budget and to make the
Literacy tutor full time at Wheeler
as well as cover the costs of their
benefits”. She went on to say that
“Should additional 2018-2019
savings remain, the Board elected
to prepay legal fees $40,000 and

Capitol Region Natural Hazard
Mitigation Plan Update — Dave
Murphy

e The Capital Region Council of
Governments is updating the
Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan
for the regions 38 cities and
towns. The purpose of the Plan is
to identify natural hazards likely
to affect the Capital Region and
its nearly one million residents,
assess vulnerabilities to these
hazards, and set forth mitigation
strategies that will reduce the loss
of life and property, economic
disruptions, and the cost of post-
disaster recovery for the region’s
communities.

e Milone & McBroom was
contracted by CRCOG to put
together the Update to the Hazard
Mitigation Plan. Mr. Dave
Murphy is the Project Manager
from Milone & McBroom and
he is here this evening to give an
overview and, specifically, the
section of the Plan that deals with
Plainville.

e There is a Resolution under New
Business regarding the Hazard
Mitigation Plan Update for 2019
to 2024.

Road Bond Discussion — Phase 11

e The Bond Council has drafted an
“Ordinance Appropriating $5M
for Phase Il Road and Related
Improvements  Program  And
Authorizing The Issue of Bonds
& Notes In The Same Amount To
Finance The Appropriation”.

e There is an item under New
Business to conduct a Public
Hearing on the  proposed

Ordinance for July 15th at 7:00 P.M.
in the Town Council Chambers.
Murphy Road Recycling, LLC —

Notice of Intent to Award

* Recently, the Bristol Policy Board
sought Request for Proposals
for the recycling of materials as
required by state statute. The
current contract with Murphy Road
of Enfield is scheduled to end on
June 30th.

e  Murphy Road LLC of Enfield was
the only response received by the
Bristol Policy Board. Murphy
Road is the current contractor and
they operate a recycling facility in
Berlin.

e The Policy Board is currently
negotiating the terms of a proposed
contract for the next two years.
Preliminary cost to dispose of
recycling is $80 per ton with
adjustments made based upon the
market prices/revenues for the
various materials.

e The Policy Board anticipates that
the contract negotiations will not
be completed before the June 30th
and that it will be necessary to
have “Notice of Intent to Award”
for Murphy Road to continue to
receive recycled materials from the
13 communities beyond that date.

e There is an item under New
Business that would authorize the
Town Manager to sign the Notice
of Intent to Award a contract to
Murphy Road Recycling, LLC.

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A LOOK BACK AT PLAINVILLE’S “FLYING GOVERNOR?”
JOHN H. TRUMBULL

John H. Trumbull

As Plainville readies to celebrate
its 150th Anniversary, we thought it
would be interesting to take a look at
one of our celebrated residents, John
H. Trumbull, often referred to at the
“Flying Governor™.

John H. Trumbull was the oldest
of seven sons born to Hugh H. and
Mary Ann Trumbull, immigrants
from Ireland. As a boy he attended
the common schools and worked
on the family farm. He soon began
earning his own living working for
an electrical company in Windsor,
CT. In 1898, he began his own
electrical consulting business and
the following year together with
his brothers Henry and Frank
Wheeler started the Trumbull
Electric Company, manufacturers of
electrical appliances and machinery.

During World War I, John

Trumbull organized a company
of the Connecticut State Guard in
his hometown of Plainville. This
unit later assumed the duties of the
National Guard. John Trumbull
served with distinction for five
years, three as captain. He later held
the rank of colonel on the staff of
Governor Templeton. He lived in
Plainville with his wife Maud and
children Florence, and Gean as well
as a maid.

John H. Trumbull entered politics
in 1921 and was a Republican of the
conservative mold that dominated
in the 1920’s. He was elected to
the Connecticut Senate from 1921
to 1925 and was eclected lieutenant
governor in 1924. He took over a
governor from Hiram Bingham on
January 7, 1925. He was reelected
twice in 1927 and 1931. He lost his
bid for governor in 1932. He was
credited with balancing the state
budget and launching a massive state
building program but his tenure as
governor was marred by the national
depression.

After leaving elected office, John
H. Trumbull resumed his business
interests serving on other related
capacities such as a director for
the Connecticut Light and Power
Company, director of the Hartford
Steam Boiler Inspection and
Insurance  Company, president
and director of the Plainville Trust
Company and president of the
National Electrical Manufacturers
Association. He was also active asa

member and honorary vice president
of the Connecticut Human society
and Connecticut Historical Society.
His designation as  “Flying
Governor” came about as he took up
flying in 1924 at the age of 51 and
obtained his pilot’s license in 1927.
Interestingly, he was a licensed pilot
before Col. Charles E. Lindbergh
and flew non stop from New York
to Paris, narrowly escaping harm
in the primitive planes of the time.
He once said he was involved in
four major crashed including a mid-
air. He traveled extensively and
promoted thd gorwth of aviation.
He also served as vice-chairman of
the Aeronautics Commission of the
State of Connecticut. His interest in
aviation contributed to the growth of

Bradley Field. “What aviation needs,
he said, is the support of the business
man. Not his actual participation in
flying to the point of becoming a
pilot but support from the ground,
chiefly by working wherever they
live for the establishment of airports
all over the country.”

John H. Trumbull was married
to Maude (Usher) Trumbull of
Plainville and had two daughters,
Mrs. John Coolidge of Farmington
and Mrs. Alaric R. Bailey of
Jamestown NY. He also had six
grandchildren and one great-
granddaughter.

Trumbull Electric

OnOctober 15,1899 Johnand Henry

Trumbull along with Frank Wheeler
began an electrical business known
as the “Chuck Shop” The Trumbull
Electric Manufacturing Company
began when the electrical industry
was in its infancy. At the very
beginning, they began to advertise,
getting out a small catalog, printing
“fliers” and letters sent out to the
small mailing list they began to
accumulate. Their philosophy was
“create a demand” and “build up a
reputation step by step as a house of
quality selling at a fair profit.”

John Trumbull remained president
of the company until his retirement
in 1944 when the company was sold
to the General Electric Company.

Her father would put
out a big container of ice water for kids
and there would be beer. The food was
plentiful and excellent. After the meal
there was live music, dancing and song.
The Souza marches were popular. Her
father banged “the stick” to keep time.

Itwas a celebration of summer, freedom,
America. She recalls her mother’s
announcement, with great pride, “l am
citizen now.”

In the evening, children caught fireflys
in glass jars and used them for lanterns,
then released them as the fireworks
appeared in the night sky over Tinty’s.

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Tolls Across the
United States

By: Francis Rexford Cooley

The Lamont Administration is still
focused on putting tolls on Connecticut
Highways. One of the arguments put
forth by supporters of this proposition
is that “most of the states toll.” But
they never mention what and how the
other states toll. Most major toll roads
predate the Interstate Highway Act, or
are State Routes built since then.

The majority of tolls however are not

of highways but of bridges spanning
waterways, bays, and rivers.
A number of states have toll roads.
Interstate  80/90 was originally
cobbled together by a variety of state
toll roads begun before the Interstate
Highway Act: The Mass Pike, New
York State Thruway, Ohio Turnpike,
Indiana Turnpike, and Illinois Toll
Roads. The New Jersey Turnpike,
Delaware Turnpike, and Maryland
Turnpike helped connect New York
City to Washington D.C. and the
Pennsylvania Turnpike connected
Philadelphia and  Pittsburg  to
Harrisburg the state capitol. Likewise
Kansas, Oklahoma, Maine built toll
roads to connect to their state capitols
as well. All of these toll roads predate
the Interstate Highway Act in planning
and many were completed prior to it.

A series of revisions to the Interstate
Highway Act by Congress allowed for
new toll road construction (thatis brand
new highways or lanes separated from
its companion interstate) under the
Reagan and Clinton Administrations.
New limited-access highways were
built in Delaware, Colorado, Texas,
Florida, Virginia, California, and
Maryland with far-less federal
funding (and in some cases none) than
Interstate Highways.

The most use of tolls is not to
construct highways, rather it is to build
complex bridges. The Chesapeake
Bay Bridge and Tunnel is an example
of such a toll bridge. California has
a number of toll bridges crossing the
San Francisco Bay region including the
Golden Gate, San Francisco-Oakland
Bay, San Mateo, Dumbarton, and
others.  Washington State’s tolls are
limited to a number of bridges in the
Puget Sound area. Michigan’s tolls are
limited to the bridge crossing the Straits
of Mackinac, and bridges and tunnels
crossing to Canada. Louisiana charges
a toll to cross Lake Pontchartrain. The
engineering requirements and costs
to cross major rivers with bridges by
state highways rather than interstate
highways counts for the vast majority
of tolls in the United States. The
Hudson, Delaware, Susquehanna,
Potomac, Ohio, Mississippi, Missouri,
Snake Rivers and others have a number
of tolls at bridge crossings.

The argument that “most states
toll” to justify the placing of tolls on
Connecticut highways is disingenuous
at best. The use of tolling has been
targeted in its application in the United
States. Tolls were imposed to cover the
initial construction costand maintenance
of specific highway routes and bridges
(and tunnels) that were built without
funding from the Interstate Highway.
Those toll roads that are part of the
Interstate System were grandfathered
in by the Act when passed during
the Eisenhower administration. The
majority toll “roads” cited by supporters
of Governor Lamont’s toll proposal are
not actual roads but bridges and tunnels
crossing the great rivers, bays, lakes
and other bodies of water in the United
States of America.

Governor Lamont’s proposal or tolls
for Connecticut has almost nothing in
common with the use of tolling by the
rest of the States in the Union.

Plainville Stadium ~ Remembering A Rich History of Racing and Great Entertainment

Plainville has a long history but
it wouldn’t be complete without
mentioning Tinty’s Flying Ranch and
later Plainville Stadium.

The ‘ranch’ opened in the late 1940’s
and featured horse shows, motorcycle
racing and even had a landing strip for
small aircraft.

In 1948, Tinty built a quarter mile flat
oval. After running the first week as
a dirt track and with complaints from
neighbors and fans, Tinty decided to
have the track paved before the next
event.

Plainville Stadium was situated on the
old Rt. 72, now known as Rt. 372 and
the track was located where Lowe’s is
now. The property, all owned by Tinty
also housed a roller rink and drive in
movie theater.

Auto Racing was becoming a very
popular sport at the end of World War
Il across America. The midgets or the
Big Cars were running all over the
country but midget racing was dying
out and jalopies races were beginning
to explode throughout the northeast
and the rest of the country.

Jalopies started off as cars (street

cars) that someone could ‘modified’
and race it against his family and
friends for bragging rights on Friday
or Saturday nights.
Safety wasn’t much of a concern back
then. They would strap the driver’s
door shut with a belt buckle and as
far a seat belts went, well they were
rudimentary to say the least. Later, a
roll cage would be added to the interior
of the car to help protect the driver if
the car rolled over. Helmets were not
much protection in those days and
most drivers raced in slacks, t-shirts
and shoes rather than the fire retardant
suits of today.

Plainville Stadium would be a haven
for local drivers, most of whom did this
for fun but some such as the legendary
Eddie Flemke, Sr. of New Britain and
later of Southington would make it his
living.

Flemke would race seven nights
a week and would run from the
Carolina’s to northern New England
and New York.

Flemke was the leader of a band of
drivers known as the Eastern Bandits, a
group of drivers consisting of Flemke,
Pete Hamilton and Denny Zimmerman
and others who would head south for
big paydays at southern race tracks
where auto racing was a way of life,
and ‘steal’ the money from the local
drivers and come back to Connecticut
and Massachusetts where they lived.

Pete Hamilton would later win the
Daytona 500 and Denny Zimmerman
of Glastonbury would later compete
in the 1971 Indianapolis 500, finishing
eighth and being named Rookie of the
Year. Zimmerman would also run the
500 in 1972 and finished 19th. Both

driver’s learned a lot from the ‘old
Professor’, Flemke.

While Flemke would often return to run
Plainville Stadium, especially on the
popular mid-week open competition
shows where more than often he would
end up in Victory lane.

Joe Tinty, the owner of the speed
plant was known to be tight with the
dollar meaning that the drivers weren’t
running for the best purses around and
while that was a discouragement to the
car owners and drivers, it also kept the
cost of racing at Plainville Stadium
down.

But it attracted drivers from Waterbury

area that featured colorful characters
such as Tony ‘Jap’ Membrino, Tony
Mordino, Lou Carangelo and Don
Spanzano. Berlin drivers included
names such as the Alkas Brothers,
Dave, George and Fred while New
Britain had George Lombardo and
later, the nationally known Reggie
Ruggiero while Plainville had Don
Moon, John and Frank Manafort and
Southington featured a blonde hair kid
named Stan ‘Stash’ Greger.

But drivers often came to Plainville
Stadium from tracks all over the
northeast. Nationally known drivers
such as Ronnie and Kenny Bouchard
raced at the tight quarter mile. Dick
Dunn, multi time champion at the
Waterford Speedbowl made the trek
at the end of the year for the high
paying races as did drivers from the
Riverside Park Speedway such as Bob
Stefanik, Billy Greco, Charlie Glazier,
Lou Tabone to name a few. Charlie
Jarzombek, a popular driver from Long
Island would often tow to Plainville for
the Open comp shows in his White #1
Vega.

Plainville Stadium was known for
its ‘rough’ crowd as fans cheered
on their favorites. You could always
tell the Waterbury fans as most of
them were wearing purple jackets or
sweatshirts and cheering on the always
controversial Jap Membrino.

Jap would always say he never had
a problem with any of the drivers but
that his fans had problems with the
other drivers and their fans.

Many times, the Plainville Police,
which always staffed the events would
need added security.

Plainville Stadium was known also
for many spectacular crashes that took
place.

Plainville Stadium was a flat track
and that put the premium on a great
handling car. The better it could
maneuver through the flat, sweeping
turns, the faster it would be regardless
if another driver had a better motor or
faster car. If you couldn’t get the car to
handle, chances are you were not going
to claim in later years the winner’s

purse of $500.
While sanctioning bodies such as

United Stock Car, NASCAR were the
norm at other racing venues, Plainville
Stadium had their own sanctioning body
known as CARC, Central Auto Racing

Club that formed in 1961. It was run by
a former driver known as Moneybags
Mo Gherzi. Gherzi would be the one to
set the rules on what or what not could
be done to the ‘modified’ stock cars.

Before Plainville Stadium had their
own club rules they ran under different
racing sanctioning bodies.

While most of the cars competing had
numbers, many cars sported a $, cent
sign, or % as their car number.

In later years, the modifieds were
always the top division with their open
wheels and Vega style bodies while
the lower division was known as the
Novice. That was a less expensive way
for new drivers to get into racing and
that division ran late model sedans.
Plainville Stadium really took off in
the 1970°s when the bodies on the cars
went from the pre WWII coupes to the
more modern looking bodies of the day
with the Chevrolet Vega usually being
the body of choice.

While the cost of racing was beginning
to sky rocket elsewhere, Plainville
Stadium car owners could build a car
for a couple thousand dollars and run
it for the entire year. The car owners
would build their own motors, chassis
and parts to keep the cost down and get
a body at a junk yard and tires could be
used for several weeks.

Drivers would usually race for a
percentage of the winnings, usually
around 40%.

Plainville Stadium was also known for
their great hot dogs and French fries for
the kids while mom and dads could have
a cold beer during the racing events and
kids could buy a picture of their favorite
driver at the photo booth.

While auto racing was the main form
of entertainment, the big top circus
would pull into town and would attract
thousands of fans to see the many
animals and high wire acts. Tinty, a
showman himself would often perform
with his horse, Sugerfoot, at events at
the circus and before some of the races.

While Plainville Stadium continued to
get good crowds, black clouds were on
the horizon for Joe Tinty and his race
track. The neighbors were complaining
about the noise and it cost Tinty more
for taxes on the property and because of
the sometimes ‘rowdy’ crowds, it was
costing more for the Plainville Police
to staff the events and after the 1980
season, the track sadly closed down.
There was talk every year that Tinty
might re-open the beloved Stadium but
he never did and it sat idle for years.
After Joe and his wife passed away, his
son, Donald, sold the track and property
to a land development company.
Ironically, it was the Manafort

Construction Company, located a few
hundred yards from the speedway and
where Frank and John Manafort raced
as youths were given the contract to
knock down the stadium structures such
as the stands, food booths, photo booths
as well as the many lighting poles on
the property.

While Plainville Stadium may be
now just a distant memory, it was
the beginning for many people who
attended the races who would later
make a career in auto racing.

Clyde McLeod was a mechanic on
Eddie Flemke’s car and other race cars,
would later be a crew chief for Mike
McLaughlin on the then NASCAR
Busch Series, while a couple of young
Southington teenagers name Mark
‘Bones’ Bourcier and Jeff Zarrella
would make racing their life.

Bourcier would go on to become
one of the nation’s top auto racing
journalist penning over a dozen books
in his career as well as writing for
many nationally known syndications
while Zarrella would become a crew
member for many drivers including
Danica Patrick on NASCAR’s top
touring series.

Berlin native Greg Zipadelli was a
young mechanic at Plainville Stadium
helping his dad is now the director of
racing operations for Stewart-Haas
Racing and was crew chief for Tony
Stewart on his two NASCAR Cup
championships. Another former Berlin
resident, Aaron Kuehn is the Tire
specialist for Stewart-Haas racing was
taken there by his grandfather to watch
the races.

It also spawned a part-time racing
career for myself and my brother,
Gary, as our dad, Alfred, exposed us to
the sights and sounds of auto racing.
| have covered auto racing for more
than 44 years for the New Britain
Herald, Bristol Press, Springfield, Ma.
Republican as well as covering the
NASCAR modified tour for Area Auto
Racing News out of New Jersey while
my brother became a track announcer at
the Riverside Park Speedway, Stafford
Speedway, Thompson  Speedway
and the Waterford Speedbowl before
turning his attention to hosting a radio
show on auto racing for more than 20
years.

Plainville Stadium and its alumni
headed up by Don Moon, a former
racer at Plainville hold an annual
reunion featuring many of the car
owners, drivers and mechanics that
raced at Plainville and features many
of the cars that competed at the small
quarter mile oval that was loved by
many. This year’s reunion will be held
at the Berlin Fair Grounds on Saturday,
October 5th with a rain date for Oct.
6th

Yes, Plainville has a very proud history
in its 150 years and Plainville Stadium
was a big part of that history.

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Getting into the Weeds

the 14th Annual International Herb
Symposium at Wheaton College.

Surrounded by 700+ like minded
people, mostly women, of all ages
who like nothing better than foraging,
feasting, gardening and making
kitchen medicine.

United Plant Savers was a major
sponsor.  Like so many concerned
about the environment, the purpose
of United Plant Savers is to raise
public awareness of the plight of wild
medicinal plants and to protect them.
Herbal medicine is becoming more
popular and it’s important to make
sure at risk plants are not being over
harvested. Their goal is to ensure
that valuable medicinal plants will be
preserved for our grandchildren and
our grandchildren’s grandchildren.

For 3 days there were over 70
different lectures to choose from as
well as delightful music, dancing,
shopping and inspiring stories. While
the dorm room | shared with my herbal
loving friend left much to be desired,
the meal options more than made up
for it.

What | would like to do in this short
article is to highlight some of the
common themes and recommendations
that | took away from the conference.
This information is not meant to be
prescriptive. It is meant to create
an awareness of the important role
of nature in our health and vitality.
Each person has different needs and

tolerance levels and an increase in

herbs and tonics should be discussed

with your doctor, especially if you
are being treated for a chronic
iliness. Herbs are not a quick fix.

Making them part of your daily food

intake over time can produce the best

results.

The presentations were technical and
designed for the seasoned herbalist or
medical practitioner, of which | am
neither. I’ve done my best to summarize
but know that is incomplete. Perhaps it
will inspire you to learn more about the
power of food as medicine.

Here are my notes from two lectures
which approached health and healthy
aging from the viewpoint of the cell and
lifestyle.

Support cellular function. The lecture

was presented by Guido Mase and his

presentation is available at twitter.com/
herbalist.

Our cells know what to do to keep
us healthy. Our job is to support them
so they can, in turn, be a foundation
for resonance, increase physiologic
efficiency and help to create balance.
Support includes:

*Increase deficiency  prevention
nutritive foods and herbs such as flax
seed, evening primrose seed, wild
small fish, nuts, nettle and chickweed
and other foods high in minerals.

*Build up immune function and support
a healthy microbiome by incorporating
astragalus, ginseng, reishi and other
mushrooms, marshmallow (the herb,
not the sticky sugary puffs) and
burdock to your diet.

eReduce the risk of diseases, such
as cancer, heart and inflammation
through foods high in polyphenols
(antioxidants). Examples are
blueberries, turmeric, reishi, garlic and
coffee (with a question mark).

Keys to health aging......

This information was part of a lecture

by Dr. Christopher Hobbs. He has

many resources on https://www.
christopherhobbs.com

Interestingly, he associates youthful
states with integrity of the genome,
robust functioning of the immune
system and nutritional, cellular energy
producing systems which is exactly
what Mase recommends. A few of the
strategies he recommends include:

e Polyphenols found in skin of red
grapes, peanuts, berries, dark
chocolate and grapevine shoots

e Vitamin D for immunity

* Reishi and other mushrooms

e Other suggestions are:

e Make your kitchen your pharmacy,
increase fiber from fruits and
vegetables, practice mindfulness,
ample aerobics, cut 95% of processed
foods, stop sitting, get 7 hours of
sleep, eat just enough calories along
with intermittent fasting, i.e. 12
hours overnight. Ask of what you
eat: Is it delicious and is it medicine?
When using herbs, first consider

how you can incorporate them as a

whole plant vs. rushing out and buying

a supplement. Many of the above

recommendations can be consumed as

food in raw form, decocted or infused

asatea, inasoup, salad or made into a
tincture or put raw into capsule form.
Some herbal education or advice from
a herbalist can be of assistance.

Plainville is celebrating its 150
anniversary this year. 150 years
ago, people did not have grocery
stores with processed foods or fast
food restaurants. People depended
on nutrition from nature and took
measures to assure mineral rich soil to
yield mineral rich foods. With rates
of obesity and diabetes on the rise,
perhaps now in the time to refocus
on food from nature vs. food from
manufacturing plants.  Share your
gardening tips and crops and help
others to thrive.

Many of the speakers at the event,
as well as some herbalists | personally
know, were raised with an appreciation
of the love of plants. They were
asked by their grandmothers to gather
food from the land for dinner. These
passed on traditions can get lost unless
we find ways to understand, love and
protect mother nature.

Jean Grey begins to develop incredible
powers that corrupt and turn her into
a Dark Phoenix. Now the X-Men will
have to decide if the life of a team
member is worth more than all of
humanity.

“Dark Phoenix” is, perhaps, the most
emotionally complex and deeply
moving story arc in the X-Men comic
book arsenal. It features far more
emphasis on the personal dynamics
between the main characters and the
shared pain when one of their own
becomes the destructive source that
they must vanquish. There has already
been an attempt to translate the story

in the third film of the original trilogy
that was badly bungled by director
Brett Ratner, who totally failed to take
advantage of the nuanced emotionally
tinged interpersonal relationships so
effectively established by the director
of the first two films, Bryan Singer.
Due to the time created by the events
in “Apocalypse”, a second chance
to do justice to the “Dark Phoenix”
story arc was created. | can honestly
say that this second go round is quite
the improvement over the first one. It
still falls short but is definitely more
emotionally effective and ultimately
satisfying then Ratner’s abysmal
version.

So, what is there to like about “Dark
Phoenix” 2019 variety? For one, a
solid, linear structured story line that
refrains from getting unnecessarily
complicated or convoluted, a trap these
films too often fall into. The story’s
emotional thrust is presented without
pretense or over manipulation. Best of
all is the committed and deeply realized
performances of an excellent cast.
James McEvoy, Michael Fassbender,

trilogy. But they are all in support of
a richly textured and sympathetic
performance by Sophie Turner (Game
of Thrones) who provides deeply felt
depth to the confused, frightened and
ever more powerful Phoenix.

Sizing Your

Fixtures
Part 1

You may know the exact style, finish
and place for a light fixture to complete
your remodel or adorn your new
home — but let’s face it, size can be a
real challenge. And when it comes to
selecting the right lighting, size matters.
So how do you determine what is the
appropriate sized fixture to buy?

GENERAL GUIDE

There is a general rule of thumb for
sizing the appropriate diameter for
fixtures. I certainly caution this as a
guideline and not a hardfast rule.

Step 1: Measure the length and width of
the room (in feet).

Step 2: Add those numbers together.
Step 3: Use the total in inches to
determine the appropriate diameter of
the fixture. (Example: 10.5 by 12 foot
room = 10.5+12= 22.5 inches)

Light fixtures come in a wide variety
of materials, styles and colors so the
design of the light may actually affect
how large or small it appears. Fixtures
with complex designs can appear larger
than they really are. This needs to be
taken into consideration as well as the
size.

DINING ROOM

The table under the chandelier should
serve as a guide for selecting the right
sized fixture for your space. To calculate
the correct width for your chandelier,
start with the width of your table and
subtract 12 inches. This number will
give you an idea of the right length of
the chandelier. Based on a standard
8-foot ceiling, your fixture should hang
at least 30 inches above the table. For
every additional foot of ceiling height,
add 3 inches to the height from the
table.

A popular style in the dining room these
days is to use multiple chandeliers or
pendants to style a longer table. The
same spatial rules apply as above to the
total width of the fixtures. To position
the fixtures, always start from the center
point and measure outwards with even
spacing in between.

WALL SCONCES

For bedrooms, hallways and other
places that wall sconces are used, these
fixtures should be positioned at least
74 inches from the floor. These fixtures
should be placed high enough so that
the tallest resident (or visitor) would
not be able to see down into the top of
the fixture.

While there are so many things to
consider when selecting the right
fixtures, size really does matter. Check
back with us for next month’s article.

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Management of Warts

There are several types of warts:
common, plantar, flat, and genital.
Warts are caused by infection
of  keratinocytes by  human
papillomavirus (HPV), most often
on the hands and feet. They can
sometimes be on the face and other
areas, and are more commonly seen in
children.

Common warts are skin-colored (or
occasionally darker) papules with a
rough surface.

Plantar warts are found on the soles
of feet and often look like very thick
calluses.They can be clustered, painful
(feel like pebbles in your shoe), can
have black dots, and are typically
harder to treat than common warts.

e Warts are a thickening of the
epidermis and hyperkeratinization.

e The virus likely enters the skin
through small lesions or cuts on the
skin.

e Risk factors for warts include
communal showers, occupational
handling of meat, immunosuppression,
What should patients know about
warts?

e Warts are contagious. The HPV
virus can spread by direct contact or
by touching contaminated objects
(e.g., a towel, fingers, etc).

e To help prevent the spread of warts:
o Do not pick, scratch, or touch warts.
o Wear flip-flops or other shoes in
public spaces (pools, locker room
showers, etc).

o Keep plantar warts dry. Moisture
can increase the spread of warts.

e Warts are benign and don’t
necessarily need to be treated;
however:

e Many patients consider warts
unsightly or find them uncomfortable/
annoying.

o Early treatment usually offers the
best results.

o Not treating warts increases the risk
of them spreading.

e Warts often disappear without
treatment, but the resolution time can
be unpredictable. It may take a few
months to two years for warts to go
away in children, and may take longer
in adults (up to five to ten years).

e Warts can be difficult to treat.
Patients must be persistent in their
treatment as it can take months of
regular treatment before the warts
disappear.

e Prior to topical treatments, patients
should soften the wart by soaking in
warm water for five to ten minutes.

e After soaking, an emery board or
sandpaper should be used to gently
remove the upper layers of the wart.

o This removes the dead skin from
the surface to help topical treatments
better penetrate the wart.

o Do not reuse the emery board or
sandpaper as that can spread the wart.

e Patients should be referred to their
prescribers if the wart is:

What is the usual first-line treatment
for common and plantar warts?

e Data are very limited for the treatment
of warts. Many patients will need to try
several treatments or combinations of
treatments before the warts resolve.

e Various formulations are available
(e.g., gel, liquid, ointment, patch,
plaster/pad, etc).

e Check product labeling for age
recommendations as they do vary
between products.

e Reduce the frequency of application
if the treatment site becomes painful.
Cryotherapy

e Cryotherapy is the application of
intense cold, by spray or cotton-tip
applicator, directly to the wart.

e Most commonly done in a prescriber’s
office using liquid nitrogen.

o Patients should adhere to the
instructions included on the product
they purchase.

e Look for age recommendations on
OTC products as many are for children
over four years of age.

What non-pharmaceutical remedies or
supplements are used to treat warts?
Duct tape

e May work by peeling away layers of
the wart, irritating the wart, and raising
the skin temperature to inhibit the virus.
e Applied over the wart and/or topical
therapies. Change with the topical med,

or every three to six days if used alone.
e Studies conflict on efficacy, but is
generally considered harmless.

Zinc

e Topical zinc oxide 20% ointment,
applied twice daily, has been used to
treat warts.

There are various supplements and
herbal products (topical and oral)
marketed for wart treatment. These
include mayapple, greater celandine,
garlic, fig sap, oral propolis, oral
echinacea, etc. These remedies
lack evidence and are therefore not
recommended.

What other options are used to treat
resistant warts?

There is no clear evidence for treatment
choices for resistant warts.
Combinations of medications with
different mechanisms can be tried.
Topical options may be preferable
before trying intralesional injections.
S-fluorouracil (5-FU) 5% cream (
Efudex , etc)

e Approved for genital warts, but not
common warts or plantar warts.

e For common or plantar warts, various
dosing was used in small studies such
as applying once daily, covering with
tape overnight, and then repeating
application five days per week for up to
16 weeks OR applying twice daily.

e Adverse drug reactions can include
erythema, edema, and erosions at
application site.

Cantharidin (also called cantharone, or

“beetle juice”)
e Cantharidin, a toxin extracted from
the blister beetle, acts as a topical
keratolytic and vesicant.
e Considered a safe and effective
treatment for warts
e In-office application of a thin film of
0.7% cantharidin liquid, covered with
micropore tape.
o Blisters form under the wart within a
day or so of application.
o About one week after treatment, the
prescriber may excise the dead wart
If you already have warts, you can
prevent them from spreading by not
picking at them. Consider covering
warts with bandages. In addition,
keep hands as dry as possible --
warts are harder to control in moist
environments. You should never
brush, comb, or shave areas where
warts are present as this can cause
the virus to spread. Wash hands
thoroughly after touching any warts.

BENEFITS

Social ~ Security  benefits
continues to be a hot topic for most
people as the economy struggles
to get back on track and the baby
boomer generation inches closer
to retirement. In this article, 1 will
outline some of the most prevalent
questions | receive concerning
benefits and what people need to kno
W.

The most common question
| get about Social Security is, “How
much income can | earn and not
have my benefits affected by the
administration?” In 2013, if you have
reached your full retirement age of
66 already you may keep all of your
retirement benefits, no matter how
much income you earn. If you are
going to turn 66 in 2013, then SSA
will deduct $1 from your benefits
for each $3 you earn above $40,080
until the month you reach full
retirement age. If you are younger
than 66 during all of 2013, we SSA
will deduct $1 from your benefits for
each $2 you earned above $15,120.
The next most common question
I get is “Can I receive SS benefits
through my spouse or ex-spouse?”
If your current spouse receives
SS retirement or is eligible for

retirement or disability benefits, you
may be entitled to SS benefits even if
you never paid into Social Security.
You would need to be at least 50 years
old for spousal disability benefits or at
least 62 years old for spousal retirement
benefits. The same standard applies for
receiving benefits through an ex-spouse
with the additional requirement that you
were married to them for a minimum of
10 years.

All SS benefits are subject to
a calculation by the administration
that takes into account the claimant/
earner’s work history amongst other
factors. Many people seem to wonder
why their payments are not as large as
they expected once they start receiving
benefits. The most straightforward
answer to this question is that the
calculations have been federally enacted
by the government and everyone is not
entitled to the same amount. So, just
because your neighbor may be getting
more than you doesn’t mean you are
receiving any less than you should.
