Budget Vote Results

Last Tuesday, voters
overwhelmingly approved both
the General Government and
Board of Education Budgets.
The General Government Budget
passed with 378 voting “yes” and
121 voting “no”. 76% of those
who voted, voted “yes”.

The Board of Education Budget
passed with 362 voting “yes” and
139 voting “no”. 72% of those
who voted, voted “yes”.

The turnout for the All-Day voted
was 4% of the registered voters.
The next step in the process
is for the Town Council to set
the mill rate. The legislative
session is expected to have a state
budget in place shortly Their
legislative session concludes at
midnight this Wednesday, May
5th. State revenues to support
the local town budget will then
be finalized for consideration by
the Town Council. Town staff
will summarize the impact of the
State Budget for presentation to
the Town Council for the May
16th meeting.

Additionally, the Town was
recently notified that the State
Partnership Plan for health
insurance increase will be 10
%% rather than the 8% that
was previously projected and
budgeted.

The total impact of this increase
is $196,069 with $145,360 to the
Education Budget and $50,709 to
the General Government Budget.
Town staff will recommend that
the increase be paid from the
Debt Management line item for
FY23 since the Town Budget has
already been approved.

Sidewalk Construction Bid

On April 14, the Town received
five bid proposals for the
replacement of sidewalks along
sections of Maxine Rd., Bernice
Ct., Tomlinson Ave., and Laurel
Ct. The bids ranged from
$332,350 to $598,035.

The low bid was submitted by
D&P Morais Construction of
Ludlow, Ma. The Engineering
staff has contacted several
references and did not uncover
any reason why D&P Morais
should not be awarded the work.
Town staff has determined that
they are the lowest responsible
bid in the amount of $33,350
and is recommending that
they be awarded the sidewalk
replacement work.

There is an item under New
Business that would authorize
the Town Manager to execute
a contract with D&P Morais
Construction of Ludlow, MA

for sidewalk replacement in the
amount of $332,350. If approved,
the work is expected to begin in
early next month

American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA)

Proposed Projects

e Town staff is recommending that
the Town Council move forward
with three more projects under
the Coronavirus State & Local

Recovery  Funds  associated
with the American Rescue Plan
(ARPA).

e The three projects are the Fiber
Project ($500K), the Mountain
View Pump Station upgrade
(87K), and the West Cemetery
Expansion ($22,500).

e The Fiber Project connecting the
Town Buildings, several sewer
pump stations, and police/fire
communication to high-speed
internet is expected to be in
operation by the end of May. The
Mountain View Pump Station
was upgraded last year. The
West Cemetery work would clear
land on the property and allow
for additional gravesites being
available for the foreseeable
future.

e There is an item under New
Business that would schedule a
Public Hearing on these three
recommendations for May 16,
2022, at 7:00 pm in the Municipal

Center.
Flashing Beacon Update
e The D.O.T. is anticipated to

give their final approval for the
installation of a flashing beacon
warning signal on Route 10 (East
Street) at the intersection of Robert
Holcomb Way by the end of May.
Town staff has ordered the beacon
and it is expected to be installed
by Town staff during the summer
months.

e Additionally, the D.O.T. has
recently notified Plainville that
they are planning to install
flashing beacon warning signals
on Northwest Drive in the vicinity
of Toffolon Elementary School
and in front of the Post Office as
part of a safety initiative.

e Last year, Town staff was
made aware that the State was
considering installing flashing
beacons using federal funds for
pedestrian safety.  Town staff
suggested that these two locations
be considered. The plan would be
for the state to design and install
the beacons with the Town being
responsible for their maintenance.

e This project is in its early
stages and is not expected to
be completed for 1-2 years.
Town staff will keep the Town
Council informed regarding
the progress of the design as it
moves forward.

e This evening | would like to
introduce two new employees
that have been appointed to key
positions in Plainville.

e Sneha L’Heureux has been
appointed the Youth Service
Director  replacing  Roberta
Brown who recently retired after
40 years of service. Sneha comes
to Plainville from the Town of
Coventry where she served as
their Youth Services Coordinator.
She had previously worked in
the Town of Wallingford as well
where she currently resides. She
began her position on May 2nd.

e Mike Ferrara has been appointed
as the Superintendent of
Roadways  replacing  Dom
Moschini who recently retired
after 23 years of service. Mike
has worked for Plainville for
several years and served as
the Foreman in Roadways
before being elevated to the
Superintendent’s position. Mike
lives in Southington.

Charter Revision Discussion

e The Town Council has expressed
interest in forming a Charter
Revision Commission to
consider several aspects of the
document including the residency

requirement for the Town
Manager position.

e Included in the information
package for this evening’s

meeting is a paper entitled “Steps
Regarding Charter Revision”.
Charter revision is initiated
by a 2/3rds vote of the entire
membership of the Town Council.

e Within 30 days of this vote, the
Council must appoint a charter
revision commission consisting
of 5 to 15 members, not more than
1/3rd of whom may hold other
public office, and not more than
a bare majority of whom shall
be members of any one political
party. The appointments must
also be approved by 2/3rds vote
of the entire membership.

e The commission must hold a
public hearing on proposed
charter amendments prior to
beginning of any substantive
work on such charter.

e There are several other possible
steps but, when completed, the
Town Council would submit the
proposed charter amendments
to the electors (i.e. voters) at
a regular election or special
election warned and held
for that purpose. The charter
amendments become effective
30 days after it is approved
unless some other effective date
is specified.

e When the Town Council forms
a charter revision commission,
they must prescribe a date,
not later than 16 months from
appointment, by which the
commission must submit its
report.

Personnel Policies

e Earlier this year Town staff
presented a revised update of
the Personnel Policies for Town
employees. The Town Charter
requires the Town Council to
approve any revisions to this
document.

 The majority of the proposed
revisions are to comply with
requirements  approved by
the State Legislature and the
Federal government. Other
revisions reflect the changes that
have occurred with benefits that
are currently offered to Town
employees.

e There is an item under New
Business regarding the Personnel
Policy Manual dated February 7,
2022.

Bridge Replacement

Project Road Closure

The Tomlinson Avenue Bridge will
be closed to vehicle traffic effective
Monday, April 11, 2022. A detour has
been established, and signs will be
installed to direct motorists. Motorists
and pedestrians are encouraged to avoid
the area and seek alternate routes.

The closure is expected
to extend through the summer.

State Budget Discussion

e After the Town Council finalized
their recommended expenditure
budget and sent it to the all-day
vote, the calculated mill rate was
30.77 mills. Thiswas a decrease of
3.79 mills or -11%. The reduction
was mainly due to revaluation and
the resulting significant increase in
property values.

e The State Budget has now been
finalized and, as a result, the
Governor’s recommendation for
municipal aid has decreased by
almost $600K. The reduction was
primarily caused by the changes
made to the Governor’s proposal
to cap the MV taxes at 29 mills.
The legislature increased the
base number from 29 mills to
32.46. That, in turn, reduced the
reimbursement from the state to
Plainville from $960K to $362K.

e Asaresult, the calculated mill rate
now stands at 31.14 which is a
reduction of -3.42 mills or -10%.

e Town staff has also provided
information regarding the
unassigned fund balance with a
projection through the end of next
fiscal year, (June 30, 2023). It
should be noted that approximately
$1.4M has already been earmarked
from the unassigned fund balance
to help balance the mill rate for
next year. This was directed
to the general fund ($624,500),
the Capital Improvement Fund
($555K), and the unanticipated
increase in the State Partnership
Plan Health Plan ($196K)

» Finally, it is now anticipated that
the Americold project will be
completed (but not operational) on
October 1st. The net result is that
the expected increase in revenue
solely because of this project will
be approximately $500K.

* There is an item under New
Business should the Town Council
decide to set the mill rate this
evening.

Appointment of Auditor

» Connecticut municipalities are
required to notify the State Office of
Policy & Management by June st
of the firm that will be performing
the Town Audit for FY22 by June
1. Town staff is recommending
that the Town Council appoint
CliftonLarsonAllen (current
auditors) to  conduct this
audit. There is an item under
New Business regarding this
recommendation.

Connecticut was once the envy of the
Northeast a half century ago with low taxes and a
robust business climate. Today the State is known
for high taxes, crippling regulation, and corporations
lining up to leave the state. GE moved to Boston,
UTC merged with Raytheon with its headquarters in
Waltham, MA, Carrier, spun off from UTC, is now
headquartered in Florida, Aetna is owned by CVS in
Rhode Island and may soon join the list of companies
moving its headquarters out of state. The exodus
of companies is mirrored by the exodus of people,
the young seeking their fortunes and employment
seemingly anywhere but Connecticut, retirees fleeing
the State’s high cost of living and taxes.

The last two Governors of the State moved out
of Connecticut immediately after leaving office, Jodi

Dear Friends and Neighbors,

The most significant challenge facing our
community is inflation. In the last 12 months, prices,
as measured by Consumer Price Index, have gone up
by nearly 8.5%. Those same inflationary pressures
are now negatively impacting the prices of stocks,
bonds, and most saving portfolios. As someone who
invested in commodities and macro markets for two
decades before entering public service, the causes
and cure of this monetary disease are amply clear.

The primary cause of inflation is excessive
printing of money: The Federal Reserve printed
$4.5 trillion from March 2020 to March 2022.

The government went on a spending spree
with these printed dollars: Federal government
ran deficits of over $5 trillion and spent all the
printed money on various programs - some of which
had little to do with COVID. Our state's budgeted
spending increased by 6.5%.

COVID supply constraints and the Russian
invasion added to the inflationary pressures: The
Russian invasion and the ensuing sanctions created
further supply disruption of specific commodities
- crude oil, diesel, wheat, palladium, copper,
aluminum, and steel. These disruptions added to
demand-side inflationary pressures.

While every elected official denounces inflation,
most find it difficult to support disinflationary policies
since that requires reducing spending. The Federal
government has been discussing more expansive
programs, and our state's budget was amongst the
largest ever. The Federal Reserve is finally getting
serious about fighting inflation. Inflation fighting
tools have been amply tested, but they require
political will and will take some time. Sincerely,

Congregation to Celebrate
10 Years of Hosting Rescued
Holocaust Torah

Gishrei Shalom Jewish Congregation (GSJC) in
Southington invited the community to attend a special
Friday night service on May 20, 2022 led by Rabbi
Alana Wasserman. Ten years ago, the congregation
became “shomrim” (guardians) for a Torah scroll
rescued after World War I1.

The congregation’s former rabbi, Shelley Becker,
who attended the service, proposed the project to the
tiny congregation and after a challenging fundraising
effort, the Torah was selected and brought to
Southington.

The Torah is a parchment scroll containing the
five books of Moses (Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus,
Numbers, and Deuteronomy). It is written by hand
by skilled scribes. This specific Torah has some
components that date back to the 17th century. It
probably was used in several different congregations
over hundreds of years.

The Memorial Scrolls Trust in London, England,
has a collection of rescued scrolls and tries to find
congregations which will care for them. GSJC
arranged with the Trust to obtain this Torah which
was rescued from the Caslav-Golcuv-Jenikov region,
in Bohemia, near Prague.

By law, Caslav could only have one Jewish family
living there until the mid-nineteenth century. When
Jews were given civic equality, a congregation was
created there in 1870 with about 300 members at its
height. The congregation disappeared entirely after
World War I1.

Golcuv-Jenikov was an important Jewish center
with over 500 Jews in the mid-18th century. It also
disappeared after World War I1.

GSJC has researched the names of those Jews who
were deported by the Nazis from these towns. Their
names are read during the Yizkor service on Yom
Kippur, a time to remember family members who
have died.

GSJC has an ongoing project to repair and maintain
this historic scroll. After the first major repair, it was
re-dedicated in 2016. The congregation welcomes
donations to its Torah fund to ensure that ongoing
repairs can be made.

The celebration will take place during a regular
Friday night service at 7 pm in GSJC’s home at
First Congregational Church, 37 Main Street,
Southington. All are welcome to attend.

The weather is getting hot, going to
the gym may be out of the question,
and so you’ve been trying to enjoy
what’s been a crazy few months by
relaxing and enjoying the lazy, hazy
days of summer.

loss of cardiovascular fitness. Two to
eight months of detraining can erase
virtually all of your positive gains. As
you detrain, cardiovascular fitness tends
to decline first, with muscle strength
declining later. Other factors that effect
deconditioning time include your age
and your history of exercise and fitness.
If you’re younger, you’ll likely lose
muscular and cardiovascular fitness
at a slower rate than someone older.
Likewise, if you’ve been consistently
exercising for a long time, or at a high
intensity, your losses will probably
be slower than for someone who just
started.

Reversing the losses

Right now, many of us are busy simply
trying to keep the spinning plates of
family, work and sanity from crashing
down around us. If you’re experiencing

aperiod of increased time commitments,
using a shortened exercise routine can
help minimize your losses. Even one
session a week will help you keep most
of what you’ve gained, and can also
help with stress relief. Other options
include using shorter but more intense
interval training sessions, such as HIIT
or Tabata Training, or breaking up your
activity into multiple short chunks
during the day.

FAMILY VIOLENCE IN
CONNECTICUT

There has been a media explosion
in the past few weeks regarding NFL
players involved in domestic abuse
and child abuse cases. These incidents
have put the NFL under the microscope
for not only their policies, but also for
what are their true priorities. Here in
Connecticut the legislature has been
quite active since the mid-1980’s
defining and reshaping family violence
law. Given today’s climate, | thought a
review of the Nutmeg state’s law would
be appropriate.

Connecticut law defines “family
violence” as an incident between family
or household members that either causes
physical injury or creates fear that
physical injury is about to occur. Verbal
abuse or argument is not considered
family violence unless there is present
danger and the likelihood that physical
violence will occur. The discipline of
minor children by parents or guardians
is not considered family violence unless
abuse occurs. Family violence is not a
separate criminal offense. Crimes that
may be charged as a family violence
offense include assault, kidnapping,
and sexual assault. Those who engage
in violence against a spouse or
family member can be charged with a
misdemeanor or a felony depending on
the facts of the case.

“Family or household members” are
spouses, former spouses, parents and
their children; people age 18 or older
related by blood or marriage; people
age 16 or older either living together or
who have lived together; people who
have a child together whether or not
they are or have been married or have
lived together; and people in, or who
were recently in, a dating relationship
(CGS 8§ 46b-38a).

There is a Pretrial Family

Attorney Thomas A.Wurz

Violence Education program for
people who are charged with family
violence crimes. A defendant can ask
the court to place him or her in the
program. If placed in the program, the
defendant is released to the custody of
a family violence intervention unit for
up to two years under such condition
as the court orders. If the defendant
successfully completes the program,
the charges will be dismissed. If the
defendant violates the program's
conditions, he or she will be brought
to trial. In order to qualify for the
program the following conditions
must be present.
1. The crime charged must not be
more serious than a misdemeanor, or
if there is good cause, a class D felony.
For example, anyone charged with
first-degree assault or risk of injury to
a minor is ineligible.
2. The defendant must not have
previously participated in the program.
3. The defendant must not have been
convicted of, or accepted accelerated
rehabilitation for, a family violence
crime committed after October 1,
1986.
The court must notify the victim of the
defendant's request for the program
and, if possible, give the victim an
opportunity to be heard. The defendant
must, if he or she is able, pay a $200
fee to the court to participate in the
program

For further reading, the
information contained in this article
was presented in the OLR Research
Report dated October 2, 2009.

Granted, the Covid scare did
present its own set of challenges. In
my world, one of the most distressing
turned out to be my relationship with
the pharmacy-- the one that my
Medicare Part D coverage deems
“preferred.” That means where | can
get the cheapest price for my pills.
There is one in town to serve all of
their insured. The “preferred” other
option is mail order. Common sense
and good business practice should
inform the insurance company that
their customer base within Medicare
includes the elderly and the disabled.
We need local sourcing of life
sustaining staples. Not to mention that
it is insulting--the assumption that we
are all poverty stricken.

During and following the pandemic,
service  diminished  considerably.
Hours were cut, it was impossible to
get a human voice on the telephone
tree—which ultimately referred you to
New Britain—and it was often several
days to secure a routine refill on
medication. One afternoon in January,
I was pressed to march down there
in a panic to secure a long delayed
routine refill, vowing not to leave
without it. The scene was appalling,
with two long lines of irritated masked
customers, pharmacists rushing around
doing booster shots and the short staff
obviously overwhelmed. Enough.

Enter the Plainville Community
Pharmacy, right here on East Street.
The store is clean. The pharmacists
are caring and responsive and one of
them will answer the telephone when
you call. Our generic medication is
reasonably priced. They deliver if you
need that. Life is good. My February
statement shows that my X-tra
Coverage plan paid 0 on generic drugs.
The representative, when | complained,
explained that Community is not a
“preferred” provider.

So, this policy of the “preferred”
pharmacy steers people to the large
corporations and has resulted in the
nearly complete loss of the local owner
owned and operated drug store and full
service pharmacy. We have accepted
this without a word-- in the name of
cheaper. Do we miss it? Isit, in truth,
cheaper or worth it? | haven’t found
it to be.

The federal government mandates
that all Medicare insureds buy Part
D drug coverage. So the question is
whether the insurance company or
the government who mandates their
“preference” and exacts compliance
with diminished benefits, have a
reasonable obligation to monitor
its choice for quality, service and
cleanliness.

Why not return to pro-choice?

Bill Barr Says It’s

The Possible Leaker At

Supreme Court
(TheLibertyRevolution.com)- Former
US Attorney General Bill Barr believes
a special counsel might be appointed
to prosecute the leaker behind the
Supreme Court’s Roe v. Wade decision.

The Plainville Senior Center is encouraging anyone interested in subsidized housing to submit an application
to the Plainville Housing Authority. The Plainville Housing Authority will be giving out applications for their
waiting list on June 7, 8 and 9, from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. at their office at 20 Stillwell Drive (located behind the
Senior Center). Applications must be submitted in person or by mail by June 16. All mailed applications must
be postmarked on or before June 16.

Senior housing is available to anyone over the age of 62 or to people with disabilities who are over 18
years of age. Plainville residency is not a requirement. Income guidelines apply. Once applications close, local
AARP volunteers will conduct a lottery to determine places on the waiting list so there is no need to be the first
in line to pick up an application or the first to hand in your application.

Base rents start at $500 for a studio apartment, $600 for a smaller one bedroom and $650 for a larger
one-bedroom apartment. Tenants are responsible for heat, lights, air conditioning and hot water (all electric),
but energy assistance is available if you meet the income guidelines. Of the 120 Plainville Housing Authority
units, 62 are studio apartments and 58 are one-bedroom apartments. The current wait list for one-bedroom
apartments is long.

PADEREWSKI PARK
Mysteries Remembered

As we approach the summer days Plainville
schools will be closing for vacation and families will
be reaching out to the Plainville Parks & Recreation
Department to sign up for summer activities and
make reservations for picnics at our local parks.

Paderewski Park has always been a mystery to
me, growing up on the west side of town. Itall began
back with global warming when the glaciers began
to melt, revealing huge deposits of sand on the great
plain between two mountains, making an open area to
move through easily, and move we did.

When people first moved in to develop this sandy
plain a man named Edward Squires with a love of
horse racing decided to make this a horse racing
center. Sandy soil makes a great race track and in
1872 he opened the Plainville Trotting Park in the area
then called White Oak. During this time Sylvester N.
Ryder had come to town to invest in the project. He
fenced in the race track and built the “Park House”,
a grand stand, and horse stables finer than anywhere
else in the state. Then, in 1875, the biggest racing
event of all time in Connecticut was held here in
Plainville.

As time went on the center for horse racing moved on
to the Charter Oak Park in Hartford and the Plainville
track was abandoned. The area later became known
as Ryder’s Park. Even though racing had moved on,
the people of Plainville did not give up, and racing
enthusiasts purchased land between East and Whiting
Streets in 1880 to set up an eighth mile track, with
judging stands and a small club house, which later
became known as Allen’s Ball Park. Race Ave. and
Diamond Ave. are the reminders of this bygone era.

As time went on a man by the name of Leland
Hart, who was in the sand business, purchased the
Ryder Park land in 1925 and quarried sand from the
glacial deposits for several years. He quarried until
Plainville’s high water table caused the pit to fill with

water creating a large and very deep square pond.
Soon the water attracted unauthorized swimming
and he no longer wanted to take responsibility for the
property. Leland Hart sold the land to MSR. Lucian
Bojnowski of the Sacred Heart Church in New Britain
on July 18, 1940 to establish a recreational park youth
center for campers.

Two large dormitories, an open air pavilion, and
a small white chapel were built to house and care for
the young people. The pond was then designed for
safe swimming and open wash areas were created to
fit their needs. It was dedicated by Bishop McAuliffe
on June 29, 1941 and ready to receive the youth for
summertime enjoyment.

Then, in 1959, MSR. Bojnowski transferred the
property to the Daughters of the Immaculate
Conception Order who continued the operation of
the camp. In June of 1967, just a few hours before
he died, the name of Ignace Jan Paderewski, a world
famous pianist, composer and statesman was honored
at the park for which it was named and dedicated.

The Daughters of the Immaculate Conception
continued to conduct the youth camp which took in
about 100 campers each summer. By the 1960s the
nuns were unable to keep up the park and it fell into
disrepair, and then became vandalized, until the town
had to condemn the property.

There was finally an agreement made between
the town and the owners in 1966 and, with federal
open air funding, the town acquired the property.
First thoughts were of making it a youth center but
the buildings were not suitable.

As with Norton Park, the Lions Club raised funds
to help restore the property and establish a safe play
area and wading pool for the children of Plainville.
The town replaced the pool with a splash pad in 2014
and thankfully continues to maintain the park for the
youth of Plainville.

FROM THE PLAINVILLE ANIMAL CONTROL DESK:
JUNE IS DOG LICENSE MONTH

All dogs more than 6 months old need a license and tag. This is issued by the
Town Clerk at the Municipal Center. There is a fee. You will need to present
an up to date Rabies vaccination certificate. It is important to keep all of this
paperwork in a safe place. Should your pet be involved in an encounter with a
wild animal, the tag alone will not be acceptable verification of vaccination. In
Connecticut, all dogs and cats more than 3 months old are required by law to be
vaccinated against Rabies.

RABIES, ADEADLY VIRAL DISEASE

Rabies is a Public Health issue. All mammals can be infected, and spread
it. That includes people. The virus is present in saliva and transmitted usually
through a bite. Should you be bitten by any animal (or human), or come in contact
with its oral fluid near open wounds, nose, eyes or mouth, you need to act without
delay. Rabies moves swiftly to attack your brain and if you wait until you have
symptoms, it may be too late to save your life. Go to the Emergency Room.

Never touch a wild animal, especially if it appears to be lifeless. You could try
to throw a box over it. Your animal control team is prepared to address this at
any time. It is critical to capture the offending animal and remain safe and we
know how to do that.  Wild animals most commonly rabid are raccoons, skunks
and bats. Bats are dangerous because their tiny bite can go unobserved. Never
touch a listless bat bare-handed. Cats are the most frequent domestic animals that
test positive for Rabies. Report any unfamiliar domestic animal that is acting
strangely to your animal control team. It is common to see nocturnal animals dur-
ing the day and unless they seem to be acting “drunk” or uncommonly aggressive,
just leave them alone and keep your distance. Report it. Do not allow your pets to
be outside unsupervised. Definitely do not leave food outside. Be diligent about
your pet’s vaccinations. Be aware that if your unvaccinated pet is bitten by a wild
animal, it must be confined for 6 months. Neither the kennel nor the town pound
will accept this responsibility. Your choice will be to board it with a veterinarian
at your expense or surrender the animal to be euthanized.

Rabies in Connecticut
What You Can do to Help Control Rabies:
*Protect your pets; keep vaccinations up to date. Pets should not be allowed to
|[roam. Report any domestic animals that are acting strangely to the local animall
control officer.
*Do not leave food of any kind outside your home and secure garbage can lids
|to avoid attracting wild animals.
*If your pet is bitten or has had physical contact with a potentially rabid wil
animal, wear gloves to examine or wash your pet. Contact your veterinarian and
local animal control officer for further advice.
\Vaccinate Your Dogs and Cats:
*You can protect yourself and others by vaccinating your dogs and cats.
If allowed outdoors unsupervised, your dog or cat is more likely to come|
in contact with a rabid wild animal. Unvaccinated pets that are bitten by
|a wild animal will need to be confined for 6 months or euthanized.
*All dogs and cats over the age of 3 months are required by law to be
vaccinated against rabies. Owners are required to show a vaccination|
|Certiﬁcate as proof of current rabies vaccination in order to license their
dogs.
*Rabies is a deadly viral disease that infects the brains of mammals, in-
|cluded people. The virus is found in the saliva of infected animals and is
transmitted primarily through a bite. The virus can also be transmitted if
saliva or brain tissue enters open wounds, eyes, nose or mouth.
If you are bitten, don’t panic; wash the wound thoroughly with soap
and running water to reduce the chance of infection. Give first aid as
you would for any wound. Call your doctor immediately.
