The Town Attorney has reviewed
Ordinances that were submitted from
Ordinance Review Sub-committee.

Ten Ordinances require some re-formatting to have
them be consistent with most other Ordinances.
The re-formatted Ordinances do not require a
public hearing since no language changes are
being recommended. The Ordinances needing
reformatting are: Code of Ethics (amended
2005); Ordinance Regarding Land Acquisition
Trust Fund (2005); Ordinance Regarding
Encumbrances (2012); Ordinance Regarding
Justices of the Peace (1996); An Ordinance
Establishing an Insurance Commission (amended
1972); Ordinance Establishing the Plainville
Inlands Wetlands Commission (amended 1975);
Ordinance Regarding Berner Swimming Pool
Trust Fund (1993); An Ordinance Providing for

the Town Assessor and the tax bill for the current
year amounts to $142.71. There is no assessment
or tax on the other two parcels.

If the Town Council wishes to accept the offer,
the next step would be to refer it to the Planning
& Zoning Commission pursuant to 8-24 of the CT
General Statutes. The P&Z will then determine
whether the offer is in conformance with the
Towns’ Plan of Conservation & Development.
There is an item under New Business regarding
the referral to P&Z.

Town Council’s Proposed FY 14 General Government
and Board of Education Budgets

The Town Council will be holding a public hearing
to hear citizen comments on their recommended
budget for FY 14 on Tuesday, April 9th beginning
at 7:00 pm in the Town Council Chambers. The
proposed budget would increase overall spending
by 1.21%. After the public hearing the Town
Council will meet to set the final recommended
budget that will be submitted to the all-day vote
which will be held on Tuesday, April 30th.

Melninkaitis Project — You may have noticed
ongoing construction on the Melninkaitis property
located at 59 Whiting Street. The project was
originally approved in 2005 and we are very pleased
that work has started on this last building. It should
be noted that work is being undertaken without the
benefit of “signed” tenants. We hope that the location
and the charm of the building and site will create
interest.
International Institute of Cosmetology--
The owners of the Institute have purchased a vacant
and blighted property directly adjacent to their existing
facility (67 Whiting Street). They are currently
considering demolishing the building. The building
was most recently used as an eight family dwelling.
A lack of repairs and maintenance in recent years has
rendered the building unsuitable for any use. It is not
yet known what type of project will develop but if the
work done at the Institute is any indication, we can
expect good things.
Existing Tax Fixing Agreements — Trico Property
Management has executed their Memorandum of
Understanding for their proposed improvements on
Robert Jackson Way. The Agreement has since been
signed by the Town Manager and the facility is under
construction.
Phoenix Soil — A public informational hearing was
held by DEEP at the Plainville High School. At the
hearing, Phoenix Officials offered a presentation
similar to that given at the Plainville Public Library
several months ago. DEEP officials detailed their
review process and then invited citizen comment. The
comments received were both pro and con. DEEP
will receive written comments from April 11 through
May 11th, after which time, a permit may be issued.
Firestone Complete Auto Care Center -- Work
continues at a good pace and the facility is still slated
for a fall, 2013 grand opening.
Connecticut Commons (DDR) Connecticut
Commons’ application for a new entrance and
additional signage within the building that currently
houses Famous Footwear was approved by the
Zoning Board of Appeals and the Planning and
Zoning Commission, paving the way for reconfigured
storefronts with opportunities for several new tenants
including Ulta and Five Below. More are under
consideration.

TAX AND ASSESSING DEPARTMENT

SECOND INSTALLMENT
SEWER USER BILLS DUE

Sewer user bills were mailed on October 31,
2012. Bills are payable in two installments, the first
was due November 1, 2012 and the second on May
1, 2013. The Taxpayer had the option of paying
their sewer bill in full, or in two installments. If the
taxpayer chose to pay their bill in two installments a
payment is due by May 1, 2013. No bills are mailed
for the MAY installment.

Regular office hours are 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.
Monday through Wednesday,Thursday 8:00 a.m.
to 7:00 p.m. and Friday 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 Noon.
Payments on current bills made at the office window
will be accepted without interest through the close
of business on MONDAY JUNE 3, 2013. Payments
can be made by using our payment drop box located
between the stairs in the back of the building or the
payment box in the hall in front of the Tax & Assessing
Office. Credit card payments www.officialpayments.
com or (800) 2PAYTAX enter jurisdiction code 1738.
A convenience fee will be charged to the taxpayer.
Credit card payments are accepted at the office
however a convenience fee is charged to the taxpayer.
The Fee for using a visa debit is $3.95. E check is
also available you can visit www.plainvillect.com and
click on pay with electronic check the cost for this
option is $3.00. Payments made on current bills by
mail and postmarked no later than JUNE 3, 2013 will
also be accepted without interest. Under Connecticut
State Statute (Secs. 7-258 and 12-144b) all delinquent
sewer fees on a specific property must be paid in full
before any payment may be applied to the current bill.
Current MAY 1 installments not paid in full by JUNE
3, 2013, either in person or by mail, will be charged
interest at the rate of 3% on the unpaid balance during
JUNE and an additional 1-1/2% per month thereafter
until paid in full.

If you are a new homeowner and do not receive a
sewer bill please notify the office. Non receipt of the
bill will not invalidate the interest per state statutes.

Homeowners who are currently on the Elderly/
Disabled Homeowners program and have received
a letter from the Assessor informing them that they
must file an application this year must contact the
Assessors office as soon as possible so there will be no
interruption in their benefits.

Forms to apply for this benefit must be completed
at the Assessor's Office at the Municipal Center.
Please call for an appointment at 793-0221 between
the hours of 9:00 am and 4:00 pm, Monday, Tuesday,
Wednesday; 9:00 am and 6:00 pm on Thursday; and
9:00 am to 11:00 am on Friday.

The Town of Plainville Assessor’s Office has
announced that it will begin to make appointments
to take applications for the Renters Rebate Program
for the elderly and disabled renters beginning May 1,
2013. Income requirements for the Renters Rebate:
are for single people $33,500 and married couples $
40,900. Qualifications for the above renter’s benefits
are:

Applicants must have been 65 years old prior to
December 31, 2012 or have a 100 percent disability
rating from the Social Security Administration.
Applicants must have been a resident of Connecticut
for any one year.

Persons filing must provide a copy of their 2012
income tax return, or if not required to file a return
must supply copies of their source of income and
the amounts, and proof of Social Security benefits
collected for 2012.

Renter applicants must also have receipts for
their rent from 2012 and all utility receipts for 2012.

Property Taxes

Town of Plainville owner-occupied households may

be eligible for abatement of property taxes if those

taxes exceed 8% of the total annual combined income
of all members of the household. The “Ordinance

Providing Abatement (deferral) of Residential

Property Taxes for Persons of Limited Income” went

into effect November 2011. The following criteria

must be met to be eligible:

»  The residential dwelling is occupied by the owner/
OWners;

»  The dwelling is the primary place of residence;

»  Supporting documentation will be provided for all
sources of total/gross income from all members
residing in the household

» Anapplication is submitted to the Town Manager’s
Office by May 31st of each year

Ifeligible, the real estate property tax will be capped at

8% of income with the remaining balance to be payable

at a future time at a rate of 5% simple interest. “This

Ordinance allows people who cannot currently afford

to pay their property tax bill to defer a portion of their

payment to a future time while substantially reducing
the delinquent interest charge of 18% that is levied
on those taxpayers not part of this program” stated

Town Manager Robert Lee. Residents interested in

applying for the abatement may obtain an application

from the Town Manager’s Office, Plainville Municipal

AAA Speahs Out:

Preparing Vehicles for Summer Road Trips

Believe it or not, the busy summer travel season is nearly upon us. That means tens of
millions of Americans will be hitting the road for Memorial Day weekend and beyond.
AAA encourages drivers plan ahead and conduct a quick inspection of their vehicle to
help ensure trouble-free road trips.

“Many travelers overlook the possibility of car trouble or breaking down on the side of the
road before leaving for a trip,” said AAA Automotive Services Manager Stuart Willson.
“However, taking 30 minutes to prepare a vehicle can help drivers avoid breakdowns and
other car problems that can interrupt a vacation.”

AAA offers the following summer vehicle maintenance tips:

. Check fluid levels. Clean headlights, change the oil, replace windshield wiper
blades and make sure fluids are filled to the appropriate levels.
. Check tire pressure and tire tread. Tire care is critical to your vehicle’s performance

and more importantly to your safety. AAA recommends taking five minutes every month
to check your tires, including the spare. Make sure they are inflated to the pressure
prescribed by the vehicle manufacturer— usually found in the driver’s door jamb. If you
think you may have a tire problem or are unsure about the condition of your tires, consult
a professional as soon as possible.

. Inspect the vehicle’s battery. Battery problems are common as the summer heat
intensifies. Car battery terminals should be secure and free of corrosion. The average life
of a battery is 3-5 years, but driving conditions, climate, and lack of care and maintenance
can shorten a battery’s lifespan. Since the inception of the AAA Mobile Battery Program,
AAA/CAA clubs have tested more than 22 million batteries at the roadside, resulting in
more than 7.5 million defective batteries being replaced on the scene.

. Have vehicles inspected by a professional. Drivers should visit a repair facility to
ensure their cars are ready for long travels.

Q. What is the Difference between an Amber alert and a Silver Alert?

A.“Silver Alert” or “Senior Alert” programs help identify and locate missing
seniors with cognitive impairments. Modeled after the federal Amber Alert system
for abducted children, Silver Alert programs create an emergency notification
system in which law enforcement agencies broadcast local, regional, or statewide
public alerts for missing seniors and other individuals with cognitive impairments,
including Alzheimer’s disease. Broadcasts may be issued using radio, television, and
electronic highway signs. We found 13 states with Silver Alert programs. In addition,
the U.S. House of Representatives recently passed legislation to establish a national,
coordinated Silver Alert system that includes federal grants to develop and enhance
state programs (H.R. 6064). The U.S Senate failed to act on a similar bill (S. 3579).
Legislation may be reintroduced during the next congressional session. Program
requirements and processes vary across states, but generally an individual must be
at least 60 years old and have Alzheimer’s disease or some other verifiable cognitive
impairment, and a local law enforcement agency must determine that his or her
disappearance poses a serious risk to the person’s health and safety. These programs
generally cost little or no money because they are integrated into states’ established
Amber Alert systems. Because these programs are relatively new, states did not
have any formal data on best practices or program effectiveness. Responding states
identified program scope, funding, training, and increased law enforcement burden
as critical factors to program success.

Q: What causes sinkholes?

A 1am quoting partial information I found on-line through a couple of Google
searches for your answer. According to http://www.guardian.co.uk/world/2013/
mar/04/what-causes-sinkholes-florida-man:

Natural sinkholes — as opposed to man made tunnel or cave collapses — occur when
acidic rainwater seeps down through surface soil and sediment, eventually reaching
a soluble bedrock such as sandstone, chalk, salt or gypsum, or (most commonly)
a carbonate rock such as limestone beneath. In a process that can last hundreds,
sometimes thousands of years, the water gradually dissolves small parts of the rock,
enlarging its natural fissures and joints and creating cavities beneath.

As the process continues, the loose, unconsolidated soil and sand above is gradually
washed into these cracks and voids. Depending on how thick and strong that top
layer is (sand will not last long; clay can hold out for millennia), and how close to
the surface the void beneath is, the land may be able to sustain its own weight — and
that of whatever we build on top of it. But as the holes grow, there will come a day
when the surface layer will simply give way.

And according to Yahoo News, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection
says that sinkholes in Florida are caused by the state’s porous geological bedrock.
They describe how a sinkhole might appear due to environmental conditions:

“As acidic rainwater filters into the ground, it dissolves the rock, causing erosion
that can lead to underground caverns, which cause sinkholes when they collapse.
Other subterranean events can cause holes, depressions or subsidence of the land
surface that may mimic sinkhole activity, including collapsed or broken sewers or
even buried rubbish and other debris.”

With graduation parties, showers, weddings and summer right around the corner,
perhaps you feel like you are blooming a little bit too much in all the wrong places and
don’t know what to do.

1. Get off your Duff! Sitting has Become the Smoking of our Generation
This is what Nilofer Merchant told the audience at a recent TED talk. He went on to say
that “People spend 9.3 hours per day on their derrieres, eclipsing even the 7.7 hours
they spend sleeping. Their sedentary lifestyles contribute 10 percent of the risk of breast
and colon cancer, 6 percent of the risk of heart disease, and 7 percent of the risk of type
2 diabetes.”

If you spend most of your day on the computer, consider trading your sitting workstation
for a standing workshop. This is a frequent request by employees in order to relieve back
pain and to engage the core and butt. Because you are already standing, you will be more
likely to move around.

2. Shake that Booty — It is Time to Spring into Action!

The benefits of exercise include having more energy, reducing stress, sleeping better,
reducing the risks of chronic disease and lowering cholesterol. Why wouldn’t you want
those benefits?

The simplest thing you can do is to Walk. It’s free; you will absorb some Vitamin D
from the sun, get some curb appeal ideas and perhaps meet a friend along the way. If you
see my English Springer Spaniel, Cooper pulling me down the road, be sure to say Hi!
There are numerous simple ways to incorporate exercise into your routine. Park at the far
end of a parking lot and briskly walk to the store. Stop eating at your desk and take walk
at lunch.

If good health is important to you, you will find a way. Consider those activities that
currently take up your time that have little or no value and trade up to make a better choice
for your good health.

There are various points of view about just how much exercise is enough. A lot
depends of your current lifestyle and health. Do try to Step it Up. If you are walking 15
minutes a day, up this to 30 minutes. If you are like weight training, perhaps you want to
mix in some yoga to improve flexibility and balance. If you are doing nothing, then just
do something. — for at least 20 minutes 3-4 times per week to start.

Drink plenty of water to hydrate your body after exercising!

3. Make Exercise your New Habit - Move every 90 Minutes!

I recently read another article that talks about the importance of moving every 90
minutes. The trick is to set a timer for 90 minutes and then find something to do that will
get your heart rate up while contracting and relaxing your muscles.

According to the research, “During the day we move from a state of alertness into
physiological fatigue approximately every 90 minutes. Our bodies regularly tell us to take
a break, but we often override these signals and instead fill ourselves up with caffeine or
sugar.”

As it turns out, working in 90-minute intervals turns out to be a prescription for
maximizing productivity. Not only will you benefit from moving the body, improving
metabolism and working off calories, but at the end of the day you will actually get more
done.

So, no excuses. Get out there! Tend to your blooming flowers and you will be thankful for
a smaller waistline and improved strength and flexibility and be ready for whatever fun
events await you.

What About Windows 8

Microsoft is always evolving its software. Late last
year it made some big changes to its newest version
of Windows called, appropriately, Windows 8. Most
new computers that are out there come with Windows
8 pre-installed. Here is a quick overview.

Windows 8 is a new version of Windows that replaces Windows 7, which
replaced Windows Vista, which replaced Windows XP. With the growing
popularity of touch screen devices like tablets and smart phones, Microsoft
decided that we need to have a new interface that makes it easier to use on a
touch screen tablet or computer. The new interface is great. If you are familiar
with Windows Phone, you’ll see many similarities. Just like smartphones have
app stores or a play store, Windows now includes its own app store with apps
that work like the ones on smartphones, but are designed for Windows.

When you start your computer you will see a new start screen. The start screen
replaces the Start menu from previous versions. It contains a series of tiles that
include a group of built in apps as well as the apps you buy from the Windows
App store. Many of these tiles are called “live” tiles. Live tiles show current
information for you to view at a glance. For instance, the weather app will
show the current weather. The Mail app will summarize the most recent emails.
The news app will show the top stories in the news. Tiles can be grouped and
resized to fit your needs.

In addition to the app environment, the old Windows desktop you are familiar
with is still there. Most programs that worked in Windows 7 and Vista will work
fine in Windows 8. Older programs made for Windows XP or older likely will
not work, though with some effort, may be able to install. Installed programs
will put tiles on the start screen for you.

Since the old start menu is gone, items like the control panel, search, and
shutdown/restart are in new locations. The corners of your screen are areas you
point your mouse at to see additional features. Moving your mouse to the lower
left corner and clicking opens the start screen. Right clicking in the lower left
corner opens a menu of control panel items you can open. Mousing over to the
top right corner opens the “charms” bar. The charms bar includes search, share,
start screen, devices and settings.

The search tool is a very helpful way to find what you need in Windows, or
in individual apps. From the start screen, you can simply start typing and the
search will automatically start finding what you need. You can click on any app
listed and search that app specifically.

These are just some of the new features and functionality in Windows 8. Now,
what do I think of it? Well, Windows 8 is a very good version of Windows. It is
stable and secure and runs all of the programs that work on my old computer.
It takes some getting used to, but after a short time, anyone can become
comfortable with it.

The trouble with Windows 8 is that it is designed for touch screen devices. It
can be uncomfortable to operate on older computers with no touch capability. |
recommend generally that if your computer is running Windows Vista or older,
it may be time to upgrade to a new computer. If you’re running Windows 7,
stick with it. Windows 7 is, in my opinion, the best version of Windows ever
made and there is no need to upgrade it to Windows 8.

If you are buying a new computer, I suggest finding one with touch screen
capability. Many new laptops have touch screens. There are some really nice
all-in-one computers with touch screens up to 27” or more that are excellent for
Windows 8.

One other note, There is a variation of Windows 8 called Windows 8 RT.
This version of Windows is installed only on tablet devices. It works just the
same, but can only run apps from the app store. It cannot run regular Windows
programs like iTunes. Keep that in mind when choosing your new computer.

SOCIAL SECURITY BENEFITS

Social Security benefits continues to be a hot topic for most people as the
economy struggles to get back on track and the baby boomer generation inches
closer to retirement. In this article, I will outline some of the most prevalent
questions I receive concerning benefits and what people need to know.

The most common question I get about Social Security is, “How much

income can | earn and not have my benefits affected by the administration?” In
2013, if you have reached your full retirement age of 66 already you may keep
all of your retirement benefits, no matter how much income you earn. If you
are going to turn 66 in 2013, then SSA will deduct $1 from your benefits for
each $3 you earn above $40,080 until the month you reach full retirement age.
If you are younger than 66 during all of 2013, we SSA will deduct $1 from your
benefits for each $2 you earned above $15,120.
The next most common question I get is “Can I receive SS benefits through
my spouse or ex-spouse?”’ If your current spouse receives SS retirement or is
eligible for retirement or disability benefits, you may be entitled to SS benefits
even if you never paid into Social Security. You would need to be at least 50
years old for spousal disability benefits or at least 62 years old for spousal
retirement benefits. The same standard applies for receiving benefits through
an ex-spouse with the additional requirement that you were married to them for
a minimum of 10 years.

All SS benefits are subject to a calculation by the administration that
takes into account the claimant/earner’s work history amongst other factors.
Many people seem to wonder why their payments are not as large as they
expected once they start receiving benefits. The most straightforward answer
to this question is that the calculations have been federally enacted by the
government and everyone is not entitled to the same amount. So, just because
your neighbor may be getting more than you doesn’t mean you are receiving
any less than you should.

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Government Waste

Transparency in Government is often thrown about at the Capitol in Hartford. But it’s the
lack of transparency that I find hides some of the most egregious government waste.

A fine example was the state bond commission agenda item that was tabled at the last minute
when it was uncovered a communist-led nonprofit in New Haven was poised to receive a
significant amount of state money. The $300,000 state bond was to refurbish the communist-
led group’s headquarters.

At the time my republican colleagues former Senator, Andrew Roraback and current State
Representative, Sean Williams were the only two minority party members on the bond
commission. Both spoke up and questioned this controversial item from the start.

The legislators were not attacking communists for being communists—they simply opposed
the funding because communists are part of a political party. It is a basic principle that
government shouldn’t pay partisan expenses.

Once word got out that this bonding agenda item was actually being considered the public
went into action. Taxpayers — especially the veterans groups — spoke out and rallied against
this bond item. Many called the governor’s office, and wrote letters to the editor and joined
in a rally in front of the organization, waving flags and patriotic signs.

When the governor ultimately pulled the bond item from the agenda he stated it was because
of the overwhelming and emotional plea of the veterans from around the state. This action
proves that when people feel strongly about something and it is the will of the people one
cannot be denied.

Without those public outcries, this item would have passed.

Another example of government waste is item #13 on the next State Bond Commission
agenda. A vote is expected on April 26th. The Office of Legislative Management is requesting
$1,260,000 for improvements to infrastructure at the Legislative Office Building (LOB) and
the State Capitol.

Those improvements I’m told include the upgrade of the public address system. I have
heard the announcements on the public address system, it sounds fine to me. I understand
replacement of the roofs on the LOB and garage stair towers and the replacement of a boiler
and windows at the Capitol. But to spend money on a system that doesn’t appear to be broken
is irresponsible and disappointing.

In 2011, the majority party approved $800,000 for a new vote tally scoreboard in the
House. At the time governor Malloy, said the new technology will be beneficial and citizens
deserve having votes of the House of Representatives properly recorded. Apparently votes
in the House were failing to register there were random flashing lights on the board, and
unexplainable slow-downs.

Instead of fixing the issues the legislative majority voted to spend the $800,000 on a new
board. I guess raising one’s hand to signify a yes vote was out of the question? It would have
been a temporary fix, but a free one in these tough economic times. It’s up to legislators and
the public to keep the administration honest.

AH, SPRING ..... TIME TO EXERCISE

This is a big plus for us and for our dogs. When we
“cocoon” during the winter, there’s a tendency to gain a
bit of weight on all out parts, which is not what any of
us want. And of course, too much weight isn’t healthy
no matter how many legs you walk on!

We all (including our dogs) can agree that dieting
isn’t much fun, so why not try more exercise to burn
those calories without as much dieting? Now that the
weather is nicer, a brisk walk with your dog will burn
calories for both of you and yet be an enjoyable time
together. Remember the brisk part — this will do much more for you both than
a stroll will!

If you aren’t able to take brisk walks yourself, but have a fenced area, you
can exercise your dog by throwing a ball or Frisbee for your dog to chase. Of
course, if you have more than one dog, they often will play vigorously together,
burning calories and having fun.

Let’s not forget the hidden benefit of exercise for dogs. When dogs do not
get enough exercise for their energy level, the excess energy often shows up as
a behavior problem. Housetrained dogs may make “mistakes”, but the most
common problem in under exercised dogs is destructive behavior. Over and
over we hear that a dog has started chewing everything in sight. When we start
asking questions, we typically find that the dog is not getting as much exercise
as he or she had before, or that the dog never got much exercise, and just finally
reached his or her limit and the extra energy just spilled over into chewing.
Chewing, by the way, is the main way dogs get rid of anxiety or extra energy.

OK, all you cats that thought you were being left alone on the subject of
exercise — now it’s your turn! We see enough plump cats to know you need
exercise, too. Most cats don’t go for walks the way dogs do, but some cats
actually do enjoy going for a walk on a leash. If you want to try this, be sure
to use a proper harness for safety, not just a collar.

Most cat exercise takes place indoors. Depending on your cat’s interests,
you can get many toys that will help a cat to get moving. There are swinging
toysthathangfrom doorknobs, toys that are artacuep to bases and move
randomly to catch a cat’s attention, toys they can wrestle with and laser toys
that let you move a light for them to chase. Playing with your cat will exercise
your cat. Even small animals such a guinea pigs, hamsters, etc. can benefit
from exercise. This can range from the traditional exercise wheel (sort of
boring after a while, I would think) to exercise balls that allow your pets to
roam around the house (but keep them away from stairs) to multi-level housing
or climbing STRUCTURES.
